The National Forests in North Carolina (NFsNC) will soon be advertising for a Term Civil Engineering Technician, GS-802-09, to support the Forest engineering group.  The position will last for at least 1 year and may be extended for up to 3 years. The incumbent will report to the Engineering, Heritage, and Recreation Staff Officer, and be a part of the Engineering, Heritage, and Recreation Staff.  The duty station is the NFsNC Supervisor’s Office, Asheville, North Carolina.
This position is funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  Funds appropriated through ARRA will allow the Forest Service to implement projects directly related to accomplishing our mission to “sustain the health, diversity, and productivity of the nation’s forests and grasslands to meet the needs of present and future generations”.  ARRA projects will restore forest health and improve facilities and infrastructure, as well as create private sector jobs.  

VACANCY ANNOUNCEMENT  

The vacancy announcement for this position will be posted on the U.S. Government's official website for employment opportunities at www.usajobs.gov under vacancy announcement OCR-802-789-CET-ARRA-D. This is an open continuous register with no closing date.  To be considered for this position, applicants must apply to the vacancy by July 17, 2009.  The referral list for this position will be requested on July 20, 2009.  All applicants who have applied to the announcement on or before the closing dates and are found to be qualified and in the quality group will be referred for consideration.  

MAJOR  DUTIES:

As a Civil Engineering Technician, the incumbent provides survey, design, construction, and maintenance support for roads, bridges, facilities, and trails across the National Forests in North Carolina.   

The position prepares, checks, and analyzes plans and specifications for engineering projects and systems and recommends changes to improve presentation or constructability of those projects.  It assists in preparing engineering reports and project proposals; determining funding levels; and establishing long range maintenance and development plans.   As a Project Inspector, the incumbent will perform contract administration duties for construction and service contracts involving roads, bridges, facilities, and trails.  It will monitor contractor performance and quality, perform inspections, and perform a substantial amount of the associated contract documentation.  

RELOCATION EXPENSES:
Relocation expenses are not authorized for this position.  

FOREST INFORMATION:

The NFsNC is a complex forest and covers 1,254,792 acres in 24 counties.  The forest includes 8 Ranger Districts and 3 Job Corps Centers, has approximately 200 fulltime permanent employees, and has more than 4,500 volunteers.    It is one of the most heavily visited National Forests in the nation (ranked second nationally according to NVUM) with an estimated 16 million visitors a year.

LOCATION – ASHEVILLE:
Asheville is located in the Southern Appalachian Mountains of western North Carolina.  The elevation of the city is about 2,200 feet surrounded by the Blue Ridge Mountains with many peaks above 5,000 feet.  The area has four distinct seasons with high temperatures in the summer averaging in the low 80’s and winter temperatures averaging in the 40’s.  Rainfall for the city is 55 to 60 inches per year with areas in the surrounding mountains averaging over 80 inches per year.

Asheville is the largest city in Western North Carolina with a population of over 70,000.  It is the regional center for health care, banking, professional services, manufacturing, and transportation.  The Asheville Regional Airport serves the area with jet service and commuter airlines.   Major highway access to Asheville is excellent with interstate 40 passing east-west and interstate 26 passing north-south through the city.
