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TERM SUPERVISORY FORESTRY TECHNICIAN, GS-462-7

Pisgah Forest, North Carolina

INTRODUCTION:

The National Forests in North Carolina (NFsNC) is seeking a Supervisory Forestry Technician to serve as a crew boss on the Schenck CCC Fuels Crew based out of the Schenck Job Corps Center. The position will be advertised as a Term Supervisory Forestry Technician, GS-462-07; it will last for at least 1 year and may be extended for up to 3 years. The incumbent will report to the District Fire Management Officer, with a duty station in the Pisgah Ranger District Office in Pisgah Forest, North Carolina. 
This position is funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  Funds appropriated through ARRA will allow the Forest Service to implement projects directly related to accomplishing our mission to “sustain the health, diversity, and productivity of the nation’s forests and grasslands to meet the needs of present and future generations”.  NFsNC ARRA projects will restore forest health and improve facilities and infrastructure, as well as create private sector jobs.  

VACANCY ANNOUNCEMENT  

This advertisement is open to all U. S. citizens.  The vacancy announcement for this position will be posted in the next few weeks on the U.S. Government's official website for employment opportunities at www.usajobs.gov .  All applicants who have applied to the announcement on or before the closing dates and are found to be eligible and in the quality group will be referred to the selecting official for consideration.  

MAJOR  DUTIES:

The position serves as a first line supervisor on a fuel reduction crew.  Full qualification as Crew Boss is required. Based on the type of work performed, taking and passing the Work Capacity Test (WCT) at the arduous level is a “condition of employment”.  The Arduous fitness (Pack) Test consists of a three mile hike, within forty-five minutes, while carrying a forty-five pound pack.

The position will supervise crews performing work primarily in prescribed fire and mechanical fuel reduction treatments.  Directs and performs prescribed fire operations including preparation, ignition, monitoring, holding, and mop-up.  Monitors fire behavior, fire effects, and fire weather on prescribed fires and wildland fire.  
RELOCATION EXPENSES:
Relocation expenses are not authorized for this position.  

FOREST INFORMATION:

The NFsNC is a complex forest and covers 1,254,792 acres in 24 counties.  The forest includes 8 Ranger Districts and 3 Job Corps Centers, has approximately 200 fulltime permanent employees, and has more than 4,500 volunteers.    It is one of the most heavily visited National Forests in the nation (ranked second nationally according to NVUM) with an estimated 16 million visitors a year.

LOCATION – PISGAH FOREST:
The community of Brevard is the closest full service community, located on U.S. Highways 64 and 276, just 4 miles from the District office.  Transylvania County population is estimated at 28,000 with Brevard’s population estimated at 7,000 residents. 

Average daytime winter temperature is 40 degrees, and average daytime summer temperatures are in the upper 70s. The area boasts a mild four-season climate.
